Q. What is the VMS Variety Show? 

A. It is a performance opportunity that showcases the talents of VMS students, including jazz band and show choir.

Q. When and where is it?

A. Tuesday, January 11th at 7:00 PM in the MHS Auditorium

Q. Who can be a part of the Variety Show?

A. Any student at Vernon Middle School may audition. 

Q. What can I do for the Variety Show?

A. Anything! In the past there have been singers, guitar players, acting skits, and rock bands.

Q. How can I be a part of the Variety Show?

A. Auditions with be held the week before winter break, December 13-17. Accepted performers will be notified on Tuesday, December 21st   

Q. Can I be in more than one act?

A. Yes. However, you must audition for each act separately.

Q. Where can I get music?

A. You can order it online (jwpepper.com, musicnotes.com), from a music store (West Music) or Mrs. Scherbring has some books and music you can look through.

Q. What if I need someone to play piano for me?

A. Ask Mrs. Scherbring to play for you and practice with her before your audition.

Q. What if I want to sing with a CD?

A. The CD must be a karaoke track (one without singers). For example, you cannot just sing along with your favorite Taylor Swift CD. 

Q. What if I need help with my act?

A. Ask Mrs. Scherbring or Mr. Fountain to help you!

Q. What should I wear?

A. Clothing should be appropriate for your act.  This could mean a dress, or it could mean jeans and a t-shirt. Ask Mrs. Scherbring if you are unsure.
